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Dear Students and Parents, please note the following prom policies and procedures:

All pocketbooks, jackets, etc. will be searched before entrance into the prom.

0 Alcohol, drugs or other illegal substances are forbidden. Any student found to be in
the possession of, or under the influence of, any illegal substance will be subject to
immediate removal (no refunds!), disciplinary action from the High School and
possibly arrested by the police.

0 There is NO SMOKING or possession of tobacco products allowed by ANYONE at the
event.

Any student/guest who DOES NOT attend Nashua High School (North or South) must
complete and turn in an approved permission slip at the door before admittance will be
allowed.

Admission will require a ticket AND a Nashua High School ID or the above mentioned
permission slip.

0 School IDs are required at the door (if a student does not have a NHS ID, he/she must
make arrangements prior to prom night to obtain another ID through security or
he/she will not be admitted).

All students must attend school on the day of the event.

No outside food or drink will be allowed.

Proper and appropriate dress is required.

An optional coat check room (supervised) will be available (junior prom only).

Students are not allowed to reserve an overnight sleeping room in the hotel (senior prom).
Students are not allowed into the hotel lounge (senior prom).

Once you arrive at the prom you are required to remain until you leave for the night.
Students and their guests may not leave the prom and return. Students may not loiter in the

parking lot area.

Remember: The Prom is a school sponsored event and all school rules and policies (per the
Student/Parent/Faculty Handbook) are in effect.
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
